When an award is given, it is a wonderful timeis ithe recipient’s time in the

limelight, where they are on center stage and everys noticing them. It

also makes him or her feel like all the hard wankl effort was worth it.

Recognition of Awards

Awards are the SCA’s way of recognizing its membeke/ards are recom-

mended by populace members and then usually givesuat at events held

all over the kingdom, by the current king or queeiy one of their represen-
tatives.

People can be put in for awardsAMYONE. It is not just the seneschal, or

officers, or barons, or baronesses that can reguestds be given. Itis not a

vote of popularity, or common consensus either.adard should be recom-

mended ifYOU think that person deserves KO ONE should sway your
opinion because of what they feel. The decisigputossomeone in for an
award is yours and yours alone.

Having said that, | must say that this is no easi.t

Awards, in theory, are given for excellence, orastdinary service. That is

the primary reason for awards. In the past, | Heard that awards have been

recommended and given because someone wanted beeawrse the title
should suit them, or some other obviously ridicslogason. | have seen peo-
ple who are relatively unknown get awards time tme again, while people
who honestly deserve awards get looked over farsyednfortunately, while
there are some guidelines for awards, they arelaat enough to make sure

the person receiving the award is truly worthytof i

When you are trying to put people in for awardsy¢hare a few things that

you could and should think about :

1. How long have they been in>- There is no real time frame on how long
someone should be in before they are consideremifards. If they
have been in consistently and have been activaldout a year, then
you might want to consider them.

2. If the award is for service, has the grouplydagnefited from this person’s
efforts.

3. If the award is for arts and science, is thsqe showing consistent pro-
gress in his or her area of expertise? Is theopezasy to approach
with questions about the piece. Has the persoe dmre than just
one piece in his or her medium?
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Remember, just because a person does not get ad tnigtime , he or
she may be ready sometime in the future to reavaward. Make sure
that the person is really ready to receive an awafdre putting them in
for one. | have seen members get and award evenyaths whether
they were ready to receive them or not, and soeretis nothing that they
can get because they have everything. Its notdahe people who have
the awards and its definitely not fair to the memiseo now has nothing
that he or she can work for.

On a final note, remember:

Anyone can recommend someone for an award, bdinevord on who
get the award is the Crown and no none else.

| recant on Bruce and Wallace
In my previous article | stated that there was vidence at all that
Robert Bruce had betrayed William Wallace. Aftemdpofurther re-
search, | learned was in fact speculation in iy 4™ C. that Bruce
might have arranged to have Wallace captured,dgtehis trail and
execution. There are records that Bruce was indfglor Lent of
1305, about the time Wallace was captured. Alsc®&mias not very
popular in his own time. Furthermore while Bruceadhbt for his own
clan to take the Scottish throne, Wallace foughttie Baliol clan, ri-
vals to the Bruces and pawns of Edward Longshaltat being said,
their still is no solid evidence that Bruce had gayt in it. In fact there
is no record that Bruce and Wallace ever met. hisirical records
state that it was John de Menteith, constable efldacton who arranged
for Wallace to get captured. Dunbartons son or eephas killed at
Falkirk. Ironic as it is, Dunbarton is our only miry source for the life
and death of William Wallace. Two centuries aftemivwaas a poet
named Blind Harry who wrote an epic of William Waade. Both sources
should be approached with caution and criticism.
