Abhann to fight in The Gulf Wars. I started to wonder why and how 
the wars started and decided to ask for some help with some history.  
Their Majesties of Gleann Abhann were gracious enough to let 
Seawinds have access to their historian THBaroness Barbara 
Sterling, who put it all together and took the time to share it with us.  I 
just wanted to take this time to thank their Majesties of Glean 
Abhann, William II and Onora II and THBaroness Barbara Sterling for 
sharing it with us. 
 
 

Gulf War History Notes

Each year Gulf War welcomes thousands of visitors, friends old 
and new.  They come from nearby and great distances, from many 
states, perhaps Europe, as representatives of the nineteen Kingdoms 
of the worldwide Society for Creative Anachronism.  The finale of 
each Gulf War is scheduled for the third Saturday of March. 

It all began in 1991.  At that time there were twelve SCA 
Kingdoms. Thinking of Pennsic and visualizing a “Southern War”, 
thoughts became words.  Three kingdoms would be involved and we 
are told Ryan von Gunterburg spoke first for Meridies.  Inman 
McMoore and Athena represented Ansteorra.   Treve Moringstar and 
Carmenette Rosia Diez de Rodriquez represented Trimaris.  They 
discussed it as heirs and saw its reality as Kings and Queens of their 
Kingdoms 

At this time, Master Erik of Telemark was Kingdom Seneschal 
of Trimaris.  Master AEdward of Glastonburh held that post in 
Meridies.  In years to come, Erik would also hold the office of 
Kingdom Seneschal of Meridies and later of Gleann Abhann. 
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And it came about that on September 14, 1991 in Ansteorra, 
Stargate Baronial was held at Jellystone Park near Hempstead, 
Texas.  That evening His Majesty Inman McMoore and the Baron and 
Baroness of the Stargate, Bran de Tintreak and Elisena de Bayonne 
held court.  A Lord Blackwolf of Trimaris (who was a student in 
Ansteorra) was called.  He proceeded to throw a gauntlet at the feet 
of His Majesty Inman who accepted that challenge and called for a 
war to be fought between Trimaris and Ansteorra, on Meridian soil.   
“Smack Talk” was that the looser of the war would have to take 
Meridies. 

 
With each Kingdom bordering the Gulf of Mexico, the name 

Gulf War was chosen. Mistress Siobhan of Dragoun’s Weal 
(Hattiesburg, MS) heard the wishes of His Majesty Ryan and told of a 
site in their area that could hold such a grand event.  Asked to 
proceed she laid out plans for the event and the shire began 
planning.  The site for Gulf War would be King’s Arrow Ranch near 
Lumberton, MS.  For that first Gulf War in June 1992 Ansteorra 
showed up by the busload, literally, at about 6:00 that Friday 
morning.  This event would become legendary for the Resurrection 
Woods Battle.  It was long before any clearing had been done and 
the two armies never found each other in the large area of trees and 
underbrush. People were coming out of the woods by the Interstate.    
It was so hot that many started falling out just waiting to fight. With 
boundaries torn down, Trimaris held a spot dubbed Skillet Hill until 
the Chirurgeons pulled them out and called off the battle. A 
successful event with over 600 in attendance, it would be known as 
the year the woods won.   During the event it was decided to move 
the date of Gulf War II to cooler temperatures of the spring but 
obligations at King's Arrow Ranch would not allow.  Gulf War II again 
in June counted 959 attendees. Then in March 1994 for Gulf Wars III 
attendance broke 1000.  For Gulf War XIX, March 2010 an estimated 
3500 are expected. 
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Remembering the fun of fighting at the old Bordermarch fort, 
Sean Lewis of the Shire of Dragoun’s Weal called by some “crazy 
Sean” designed plans for a Gulf War fort and pitched the idea to his 
shire.  Meridies would not allow the use of SCA funds in improving a 
privately owned site, so Sean and Dragoun’s Weal convinced the site 
owner (Larry Stanford) that such a fort would be a really good idea 
and would certainly improve the draw for fighters.  Mr. Stanford 
agreed and bought the materials.  Dragoun's Weal sent out a call to 
all shire’s and baronies in the area for assistance in the construction.  
A handful of Wyrmgeist members, including Sir Francois, and a 
couple from IronOx responded.   The original fort with lag bolts and 
gate was first used at Gulf War III. 

Meridies was made, the land on which the event takes place 
became part of the Kingdom of Gleann Abhann.  Gaelic for River 
Valley and pronounced glen Ah-vin, this nineteenth Kingdom first 
hosted Gulf War XV in 2006. 

The first Gulf War was called “The Clash”.  Two was “The War 
Continues”.  Posters proclaimed “Let Nothing Come Between Us” for 
Gulf War V.  Because the scores of event activities often result in a 
tie, long ago the event became known as “A War With No Enemies”.  
Who would have known that bit of Ansteorran Court business would 
result in an event that we would enjoy to this very day?  Gulf War XX 
will be held March 13-20, 2011.
